This document (known as the "First Record" in our family) was prepared by Alf
Christophersen (1894 – 1918), a native of Trondheim, Norway.  Alf was the son of Axel
Christophersen (1866 – 1947) and Marie Schamvogel (1872 – 1960).  Both of Alf's
parents were natives of Røros, Sør-Trøndelag, Norway.  Axel Christophersen was the son
of Røros merchant Ole Christophersen (1835 - 1873), a native of Vang, Hedmark,
Norway.  Ole was the third child of Christopher Helgesen Diesen (1802 –1876) of Vang.
Ole is shown in §3 of this document.

According to written correspondence from Else Kathrine (Habberstad) Bø to
Dagny Jacobsen, dated Oslo, 14 December 1977, Alf was a medical student.  He died at a
young age in 1918 of tuberculosis. Alf's younger brother, Henrik Georg Schamvogel
Christophersen (1896 - 1980), was a dentist in Trondheim.  Georg, as he was known,
completed the compilation of Alf’s notes in 1963.
